State Police informing you of the need to re-certify.  If 

you have not received it, a copy of the letter is en-

closed on the next page of the newsletter for your 

information.   Donôt forget that if your NYS Pistol Li-

cense was issued before January 15, 2013 you must 

recertify your license by January 31, 2018.  If you do 

not re-certify your permit will be revoked!  our Pistol 

License was issued after January 15, 2013 the dead-

line to recertify is five years after the date is was is-

sued.
